POVERTY SIMULATION 

The “Walk a Mile” Experience 
The “Walk A Mile Experience” is an interactive collaborative exercise designed to educate the community 

with firsthand experiences of harsh realities and local solutions. 

 

This simulation provides participants with an eye-opening experience – a week in the life of a family living 

at or near the poverty level in Hernando. Participants spend each station doing tasks needed to sustain 

their families – work, grocery shop, go to school and after school programs, sign up for needed services, 

etc. This may sound easy, but given the many constraints that low income families face such as 

transportation, time, and money, achieving self-sufficiency can be complicated and seemingly out of 

reach. Just as in real life, those in the experience may benefit from the services provided by United Way of 

Hernando County. Participants will experience the great impact of these services and unfortunately, the 

limited availability. 

UWHC plans on applying this “experience” within our local schools and community conversations. 

ALICE: “Asset Limited, Income Constrained, Employed” 

One Crisis Away From Poverty 
ALICE represents the men and women of all ages and races who get up each day to go to work, but who 

aren’t sure if they’ll be able to put dinner of the table each night. They are our child care workers, our 

mechanics, our home health aides, store clerks and office assistants– all workers we cannot live without. 

 

 Through a partnership with United Way of Northern New Jersey & Rutgers University, UWHC will produce a 

report (similar to a community needs assessment) that provides the most comprehensive depiction to-date 

of financial needs across Hernando County, that explains why so many are struggling. 

Through the statistics gathered, we will be able to identify the needs most pressing: child care, food, 

housing, financial stability, etc., and  focus on solutions. Ultimately determining what it takes to improve 

the economic face for ALICE households. 

We hope you share our concern for this growing segment and how their everyday struggles reach beyond 

personal trials to impact the wider community. We all have a vested interest in improving conditions for 

ALICE. We all have a part to play in the solution. Please join us in raising awareness about ALICE and 

stimulating a fresh dialogue among community leaders about how, together, we can provide ALICE an 

opportunity to succeed.

COMMUNITY HEALTH IMPROVEMENT PLAN PARTNERSHIP  
Throughout 2012, more than 50 diverse community partners came together to develop  Hernando County’s 

Health Needs Assessment and ultimately form a Community Health Improvement Plan Partnership (CHIPP). 

A Community Health Improvement Plan Partnership is a long-term, systematic effort to 

address health problems on the basis of the results of assessment activities 

and the community health improvement process. 

 

United Way supports CHIPP’s GOALS. 

Goal 1: Enhance leadership on addressing community health  issues by mobilizing a community 

collaborative partnership to identify these issues; inform and educate the  community on their impact. 

 

Goal 2: Improve and expand central community health services 

information and referral resources for both consumers and providers. 

 

Through United Way’s FREE 2-1-1 Resource Center, CHIPP has advocated for and strengthened  our local 

network of services for those in need of assistance  and local guidance. 

With the help of the CHIPP in Hernando County, there is hope to improve statistics with a positive view of 

the future for this community. 

This cannot be made possible without CHIPP and the leaders implementing it. 
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BORN LEARNING 

Early Interactions 
It has been proven that a child’s day-to-day experiences effect the structural and functional development 

of his or her brain, including intelligence and personality. Without the proper early education steps, by the 

age of 5, many children in high-risk environments are already developmentally behind. 

This gap only grows over time-undermining school readiness and success in life.  
Born Learning encourages parents and/or guardians to create day-to-day interactions with their children.  

 

United Way, in collaboration with local schools and/or volunteers, plan to install “Born Learning Trails” in 

Hernando County. The popular Born Learning Trail creates valuable community resources for early 

childhood learning, and offers opportunities for visibility and volunteer engagement.  The trail includes fun, 

physical learning activities that are designed for parents or caregivers to play with their young children in 

any outdoor setting - trails, parks, and school yards.
